“The aircraft will depart from
Sharjah airport at 7.30am, landing at
around 8.00.

“We will make a second trip in the
afternoon, departing at 4.30, landing
at 5.00pm and flying out on the
return journey at 5.30.”

Gene hopes to arrange a link-up
with the Holiday Inn in Sharjah and
the new one due for opening early
next year in Khor Fakhan.

Akgul.

The plane can and will be used in
mercy missions if it becomes neces-
sary and it will also be used for carry-
ing cargo as it is a charter flight and
not on a scheduled route.

Mr Eversole is an American but he
believes that the small ten-seat Brit-
ish plane is the only one he could have
considered for the route.

“The Islander can take off and land

easily on the 900 metre runway at
Khor Fakhan and it is the ideal air-

.craft for this short haul type of opera-

tion.

“My captain, Paul Hook, came out
from England with me when we
brought the aircraft down. I picked
him because he had been flying the
Islanders out in Saudi Arabia for a
while.”

“He is very familiar with them and .

as safety is high on our list we thought
his experiences in this part of the
world were exactly what we were
looking for.”

The aircraft is on charter to the
Sharjah Travel and Touring Associa-
tion who will supply tickets.
